Assay method The method as assay is based on that of Bergmeyer, in which the 
rate of decomposition of hydrogen peroxide by peroxidase with 
guaiacol as hydrogen donor is determined spectrophotometrically 
by measuring the rate of colour development at 436 nm. 

Unit definition One unit is the amount of enzyme which catalyzes the conversion 

of 1 µmole peroxidase per minute at 25ºC. 

Peroxidase activity 258 units/mg protein 

Purity A403/A275= 3.42 (RZ) 

Intended use As a peroxidase marker to make immunoconjugates. 

Packing Vial with 250 µg lyophilized conjugate.
